There is a joke about a clergyman who is 
leaving his parish. At the end of his last 
service, he bumps into a parishioner, who 
appears the picture of misery. “Take 
heart!” says the priest, “don’t be sad; I’m 
sure the next vicar will be a better vicar 
than I am.” The other man only looks 
more dismayed, “but Father, that’s what 
the LAST vicar 
told us!”

I know I have 
not been here 
very long. When I 
went for a blood 
test the other 
week, the nurse 
told the trainee 
medical student 
who was jabbing 
my arm, “this is 
the new vicar of 
Saltash”. (Though 
a clergy colleague 
told me that he 
was still ‘new’ and 
regularly asked if 
he was ‘settling in 
yet’ when he’d been in post for five years.)

So I suppose I should probably say 
something in this, my last parish 
magazine article, about why I am leaving 
Saltash, and save the ‘final deathbed 
words of wisdom’ stuff for my departing 
sermon.

The official announcement said, Bishop 
Philip thanks the Revd Magrath for his 
ministry in these parishes and wishes him 
God’s blessing on him for all the future 

holds. Rev’d Magrath wishes the deanery 
well with implementing their deanery plan, 
but believes it is not a ministry to which he 
himself is called.

I wrote the last sentence myself. I gather 
it was later reprinted in the Saltash 
Observer – although I always stick it 
straight in the recycling bin, so I am not 

sure. But it led to 
someone telling 
me they’d read in 
the papers that I 
was leaving 
ministry entirely. 
Hopefully not! So, 
to clarify: when it 
says, …not a 
ministry to which 
he himself is called,
what I’m really 
saying is, “all this 
‘On the Way’ stuff 
– the pastoral 
reorganisation and 
deanery plan – is 
not at all a bad 
idea, not at all 

unreasonable; but it is just not for me”. 
When I think of the things I have enjoyed 
most over the last 18 months – preaching; 
running Alpha; school assemblies; care 
home communions; all the miscellaneous 
little interactions with people – I realise 
they are a different sort of ministry to the 
oversight model that has (perhaps 
rightly!) been judged what is really 
needed here and now.

As to why my family and I are leaving so soon, that has its own reason, and 
a nice one: my wife Kayleigh, who has been training for ordained ministry, 
has been offered a curacy (training post) in the Diocese of Guildford starting 
this September.

“Sad to see you go but I entirely understand why you are leaving,” people 
have said to me, with a knowing expression, which I assume implies, “I know 
the real reason why you’re leaving – it’s because of [someone the speaker does 
not care for] being awful, isn’t it?”

And, you know what – there are other factors in the mix. Life is 
complicated. Sometimes church life has been quite stressful. Maybe it was 
unfortunate or foolish of me not to obtain my driving licence before moving 
down here*. Maybe relocating to a different part of the country was harder 
than I thought – even if it is a beautiful and friendly place. Maybe there was a 
bit of mad pandemic fantasy of moving as far away from the city as possible 
back in October 2021.

I’m trying to be honest because I really don’t want my leaving to be a cause 
of any bad feeling between people or parties or churches or the diocese. I feel 
sad enough leaving you all as it is. And I am very grateful indeed for the kind 
words people have said to me over the past few weeks. But, like the vicar in 
the joke, I really do think the next person who comes along to lead this team – 
and hopefully that will not be a long wait – will indeed be a much better vicar. 
Maybe not as good at playing the banjo, or quoting Kierkegaard, but better at 
the other stuff: at overseeing and weaving and building God’s people here into 
the fullness of the stature of Christ.

I said I’d leave the ‘prophetic deathbed wisdom’ stuff to my final sermon, but 
I’ll just end with these words from the Bible, Behold how good and pleasant it 
is to dwell together in unity. It is like the precious oil upon the head, running 
down upon the beard, even on Aaron’s beard, running down upon the collar of 
his clothing. It is like the dew of Hermon running down upon the hills of Zion. 
For there the Lord has promised his blessing: even life for evermore.

Lunch was taken at the Community Kitchen, which has 
become a favourite lunching spot, and then a good crowd 
of members met at Wesley to be entertained and informed 
by our Cllr Hilary Frank.

May
After a good lunch we filled 
several cars to travel to Mutton 
Cove for a mooch around 
Bogey Knights the maritime / 
ex-government store of repute. 
For many of our party this was 
a revelation, for others it 
brought back memories of 
working in the Dockyard and in 
my case when the owner of a 
small fishing boat came across 
from Looe to buy various items 
including a small mizzen sail. 
Our event leader, Steve Tait 
then led us along past the 

swimming pools and up the rise to the lookout and the 
memorial statue of Scott of the Antarctic.

June

This event was a chance to use our bus passes to make our 
way into Plymouth to join a guided tour of the Royal 
Citadel. This fort was built in the late 1660s using 
limestone and granite. Due to Plymouth’s support for the 
Parliamentarians some of the 113 guns could fire on the 
town; the present occupants are 29 Commando Regiment 
Royal Artillery. We had an excellent guide and our party 
enjoyed a tour of the battlements and the Royal Chapel of 
St Katherine–upon-the-Hoe. The chapel was featured in 
the BBC documentary series The Choir: Military Wives. 

July
We had a good turnout 
for the July outing with 
ten of us sitting at a long 
table in The Ploughboy to 
enjoy a good lunch before 
filling several cars for a 
pleasant drive out to the 
Cotehele Estate Quay. 

The estate originally 
belonged to the Edgcumbe Family for 600 years but is 
now in the care of the National Trust. I was disappointed 
to find that the ‘Shamrock’ was not moored in her basin 
but had been winched up the adjacent slipway her masts 
removed and the name board lying in the grass. This 
Tamar sailing barge, together with the ‘Lynher’, are the 
last of the hundreds of similar craft that in the 19th century 
were the lorries of their day delivering cargoes of grain, 
limestone, dock dung, coal, groceries etc up the local 
rivers.

We explored the old Victorian lime kilns which could 
produce about 25 tonnes of quicklime per week, to spread 
with the dock dung on the local market garden fields. In 
the near-by Discovery Centre excellent models of the quay 
evoked a feel for how in the past how busy, noisy and 
smoky this must have been. 

Our group declined the opportunity to use the shuttle 
bus to the Mill or up to the House but were quite happy to 
sit in the sun to enjoy a chat and the peaceful rural scene.
